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HARR is still very active and appreciates your support.  Here’s what’s been happening this year. But first -  our next BIG EVENT
The launch of the book which HARR has published in conjunction with Deerubbin Press -  ‘Still Standing:  What about Annette’s authorship if there’s such a word in the real report.
The film screening at Hornsby RSL of ‘Our Generation’ about the Northern Territory Intervention was a great success with over 100 people attending. 
HARR has continued its representations on the need for genuine consultation on the Northern Territory Intervention. The Federal Government recently announced that Jenny Macklin was embarking on new consultations. Unfortunately, the consultations are to be limited to certain issues only and will occur over a six week period. This does not suggest a major rethink on giving Aboriginal people management of the issues and programs in their own communities. 
Children’s Voices for Reconciliation was also a great success for the 10th year in a row and was organised this year by Hornsby Council.

HARR continues to attend meetings of the Darug Custodians Aboriginal Corporation where it recently received enthusiastic feedback about our efforts to recognise the Traditional Owners of Hornsby Shire.

HATSICC (Hornsby Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Consultative Committee) continue to meet and advise Hornsby Council on matters of importance to Aboriginal people. 

A HARR delegation met with Matt Kean the new Member for Hornsby on 14 July 2011to introduce ourselves and mention a number of local and state issues affecting Aboriginal people. He has agreed to make representations for us about:
The high  incarceration rates and the justice reinvestment scheme; Close the Gap reporting by the NSW Government; an Aboriginal health liasion officer based at Royal North Shore Hospital; 
 and an Aboriginal consultative committee and Aboriginal liasion officer for Hornsby Police patrol.

Matt Kean is also willing to work with us towards hosting some sort of public forum or event early in 2012 to build community support for a change to the Australian constitution to recognise Indigenous Australians.
